Photos must be taken at an Oregon Park District park or facility or during an
Oregon Park District recreational program or special event. Submit no more than two entries per category
by June 25, 2010, for a chance to win a prize and have your picture appear in the Oregon Park District Spring/
Summer Activity Guide.

To enter your photo in the contest complete a Photo Contest Entry Form, submit 2— 8x10 photo

quality prints of the same photo and an electronic copy of the photo on a CD-ROM (200 dpi or

better). Return your form, prints and CD to the Oregon Park District, Attn: Debbie Leffelman, P.O. Box 237,
Oregon, IL 61061. Walk in submissions will be accepted at Nash Recreation Center.

Make two copies of the Entry Form, cut along lines and tape to the back of your photos. Please do not write
on photos. Label your CD with your name, address, phone number and title of the photo. Entry Forms are
available on line at www.oregonpark.org, or at Nash Recreation Center. Each entry must have a separate
Entry Form. All entries must be received no later than 9 p.m. on Friday, June 25, 2010.

In order to be eligible, photographed adults or children in the picture must provide written

permission for the park district to publish their likeness. Please have your photo subjects sign the space
indicated on the Entry Form; otherwise, your submission will be disqualified. For photos with

children (age 17 and under), a parent or guardian must provide the written permission.

By entering this contest you certify to the Oregon Park District that you are the sole copyright holder of
the image. The CD and one of the prints will become the property of the Oregon Park District and may
be used for display, Activity Guide, website, video or other promotion. One of the two photo will be
returned upon request following the contest. By entering the contest you have granted the Oregon Park
District use of your photo(s) for this purpose.

This contest is for fun and the prizes are modest. Oregon Park District employees and their

immediate families are not eligible. Winners will be announced on Friday, July 2, 2010.

Winners’ names for each category will appear in the Fall/Winter Activity Guide with the overall Best Photo.
All other photo entries could appear in a future Activity Guide.
